Year 10 Pre-Work Experience Excursion 
On a very warm Thursday 30th of October the Year 10 
students arrived bleary eyed at school to travel down to 
Melbourne with Mr McKenzie and Mrs Egan. The purpose 
of this excursion was to allow the students to visit their 
accommodation and chosen workplaces for their two week 
work experience program prior to actually going there at 
the end of November.  
The first stop was a short visit to Richmond Hill Hotel 
where students were taken on a tour of the Hotel and its 
facilities and given a brief information session about the 
rules and regulations whilst staying there over the two 
weeks. Students then gathered outside the hotel and were 
arranged into groups of two and three so that they could 
work together to navigate the public transport system and 
find their workplaces. They had the task of each person in 
the group visiting their first workplace and taking a photo 
of it to provide evidence that they had actually got there 
safely. Students were given three hours for this task before 
they had to return to the Hotel for the trip home.  
Many students found this task very difficult as the public 
transport system can be very confusing however, most 
students were able to return with a photo of their 
workplace and had also walked in and introduced 
themselves. At the end of the three hour time limit a 
number of groups had still not returned so frantic text 
messages and phone calls were made. Eventually all 
students slowly made their way back to the hotel with a 
couple of groups returning to the hotel over an hour late 
which meant no time to walk around Richmond to look at 

possible eateries or entertainment and some had not even 
located their workplaces.  
Most students found the day very challenging but said that 
it was worthwhile as it allowed them to see how difficult 
public transport could be and how long travel to and from 
their workplace would take. They also liked the fact that 
they got to see what their work experience venue looked 
like before turning up for their first day. We hope that it 
provided them with some insight into their actual two 
weeks living and travelling around Melbourne.
