Protecting your skin

Whenever UV radiation levels
reach 3 (moderate) and above,
sun protection is required. At
that level UV radiation is
intense enough to damage the
skin and contribute to the risk
of skin cancer. In Victoria from
September to April, UV
radiation levels are 3 and above
for most of the day. Particular
care should be taken between
10 am and 2 pm (11 am and 3
pm daylight saving time) when UV radiation levedésach
their peak.

The SunSmart UV Alert is issued by the Bureau of

Meteorology when the UV Index is forecast to redamnd
above. It's reported in most daily newspapers amdes
television and radio weather forecasts across Aligstr

Take the following steps when the SunSmart UV Alert

indicates the UV Index is at 3 or above.

1. Slip on some sun-protective clothing.

2. Slop on SPF30+ sunscreen 20 minutes before gou
outdoors and every two hours afterwards.

3. Slap on a hat that protects your face, headk aed
ears.

4. Seek shade.

5. Slide on some sunglasses: make sure they mgq
Australian Standards.

Take extra care between 10 am and 3 pm when U\kIndg¢

levels reach their peak.
