and can be held legally accountable for any offences
that are committed with it. As a parent, we also have the
right to report to the police any menacing texts,
harassment or threats that our children receive on their
mobile phones. Any parent with concerns about
messages their children are sending or receiving on a
mobile phone should contact Leading Senior Constable
Mick JABLONKA at the Charlton Police Station for
advice. Remember, it is your phone and you are
responsible.
