Madilyn Holmes-Brown became the fifth Charlton
College student in 4 years to win an award in the
Home Economics Victoria annual design
competition. She was awarded first prize in the
Year 7-8 section of this statewide competition.
Students were required to design, produce and
evaluate their own original sweet or savoury muffin
variation using the muffin recipe in ‘Cookery the
Australian Way’ as a base.

The judges read through over 800 entries and were
very impressed with the quality of submissions
from students in all the age groups. The recipes
were judged on creativity, recipe presentation,
product presentation and product evaluation.
Madilyn designed and produced a recipe utilising
produce that are readily available in the Charlton
community. She incorporated home grown
tomatoes that were dehydrated at school, chives
from a herb garden and combined them with ham,
cheese and mustard.
