All students are encouraged to be respectful and 
responsible toward school property at all times; the 
vast majority of the time this is the case.

Such damage is costly and means resources 
are used to repair damage rather than on other aspects 
of the school. When this occurs the school expects 
that the student will take responsibility for their 
actions and be prepared to “make good” the damage 
they have done by contributing some volunteer time 
to work around the school; this work will be 
negotiated with the student. The school also expects 
that families will contribute to the cost of repairs for 
deliberate or careless damage; when repairs are 
completed an account will be sent to the family. I am 
happy to discuss arrangements for payment where 
families require this support.

Raising and educating adolescents is a challenging 
task. There are opportunities for parents to access 
expert support and advice. Generation Next is an 
event that could offer parents useful support with 
some challenging issues.
