W
will use the individual data with students so they
can monitor their personal progress and use ieto s
goals for themselves. We will be using a “My
Personal Data Plan” with each of the students for
this work (Tim Danes has worked with a number of
schools to create this program for use with stuglent
in our school and other regional schools). We know
that students will benefit from tracking their own
progress and setting future goals for themselves
using feedback provided by the testing process.
Staff will be working closely with individual
students to guide them through this process. Staff
will also be able to use test data to guide their
teaching practise, in particular to assist in mgkin
decisions about grouping students for various
learning activities in order to ensure that adgt
are well targeted to the level of learning the stud

is at.
