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Charlton Water Treatment Plant

Year 7 Science students visited the Grampians
Wimmera Mallee (GWM) Water Treatment Plant at
Charlton last week. Gillian and Ilvan from GWM
showed the students around the plant and allowed
the students to participate in the water testing. W
hope the water is still drinkable.... Students leéarn
first hand many facts and evaluated the excursion
with the following comments;

“All the water was aerated so all the dirt and fstuf
would float to the top and they could clean it off.
This was called the slurry.”

“They would put the water in a little jar and than
machine tested the turbidity. The very clear water
wasn’t yet good enough to drink but it looked
great.”

“It was the largest reservoir I've ever seen andg it
where all of Charlton’s water comes from after
coming from the Halls Gap catchment area.”

“lvan was showing us how the air is rising to the
surface and bringing all the dirt with it.”

“Ilvan used a pipette to filter the sample.”

“The tank can hold 6 mega litres of water and
Charlton uses one of these tanks a day.”

“Before water restrictions Charlton used three me
as much water as is now consumed.”

“The water is pumped from the dams and taken to
the first tank in the shed where the chemicals are
added then taken through to the mixing stage where
huge propeller equipment mixes in the chemical.”

“If the water is not up to standard the treatment
plant can be fined.”

“Ivan can control the pumps and stop the stirrgrs b
using his computer. He doesn’t have to be at the
Charlton Treatment Plant to do this. He can do it
remotely.”

“Lizzy added the flocculation chemicals to the
water and then after a while we tested it.”
