Learning Neighbourhoods

At our P-8 meeting on Wednesday night, staff began
discussions regarding arrangements for 2010. To date the
college has operated with three sub schools that fitted the
teaching models of Early Years (P-4) Middle Years (5-8) and
Later Years (9-12). This arrangement has also suited
administration purposes but in our continual ongoing review
processes to improve to maximise learning outcomes for all
students we are investigating establishing learning
neighbourhoods. Latest research is demonstrating successful
outcomes for students when the learning is student centred
and instruction is relevant to student needs and abilities. Other
aspects of successful learning is when relationships between
students and significant teachers are strong and learning is
accessible and facilitated in a number of facets such as multi-
disciplined, inquiry and problem solving based with the
integration of technology as a learning tool.

We are looking at establishing two learning neighbourhoods
next year and with the work currently being done in P-4 and 5-
8 it seems a natural progression to this model. In each area of
the school there will be an average of 45 students, so our work
centres around the best way to utilise the given staff to an
open learning space with this number of children. This is highly
achievable.
