The International Competitions and Assessments for Schools
(ICAS) are developed by Educational Assessment Australia
(EAA) of the University of New South Wales, and are
conducted annually across Australia and in 12 other countries.
There are over 1.5 million entries worldwide.

ICAS are effective independent assessments of the skills that
students need in education, the wider community and the
workplace of the future. One of the special benefits of ICAS is
that schools and students receive detailed diagnostic
information about their overall performance. ICAS allow
students to monitor their progress from year to year and
identify individual strengths and weaknesses.

Students obtaining a credit which placed them in the top 30%
of the state were Melina Jablonka (Year 5), Tessa Fitzpatrick
(Year 6), Ben Padgett, Hayley Patullo (Year 7), Megan Bruns,
Elizabeth Wain (Year 8), Jacinta Padgett (Year 9), Andrew
Crutch, Boston Curry and Jessica Pocklington (Year 10).
